Approval was recommended as the basis that the lands meet the standards of
Regulation 2.7 and that redistricting would genuinely foster urban growth of
Keaau,

mitted to alter the fiundings aund conclusions prepared for the Commission.

use. deniai of the petition was recommended on the basis that the lands under
petition did not meet the standards under Regulation 2.7.

subuzonent 0 the heaviang Mrs., Zimring by letter dated March 27, 1985, expressed
the desive to amend her petition s¢ as to place only severn and two-thirds acres
into an Urbam District. A map showing the revised area was submitted. A copy
was prepared and submitied te che lounty of Rawaii for zommient.

The revised petition does not appear to alter staff findings in chis mattex.
Conclusions prepared for the Commission, therefore, remain the same.
