Findings 


As discussed above, the proposed development will not have any significant adverse

Conditions of Approval

following conditions: 


1. The applicant, its successors or assigns shall be responsible for complying with all 
stated conditions of approval. 







2. 	 Applicant shall secure all necessary approvals and permits from other affected 
federal, state, and county agencies as necessary to comply with all applicable laws 
and regulations. 


3. 	 This permit allows for the routine maintenance of the existing vegetation, such as 
grass cutting and trimming of shrubs on the subject property. Any further 
development on the subject property including but not limited to new landscaping, 
grubbing, grading or excavation shall require further review under the SMA 
guidelines. 


4. Should any unidentified sites or remains such as artifacts, shell, bone, or charcoal 
deposits, human burials, rock or coral alignments, pavings, or walls be encountered, 


work in the immediate area shall cease and the Planning Director shall be 
Subsequent work shall proceed upon an archaeologicalimmediately notified.
